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Metro KC records 
historic victory; 
Skyline tops

   For the first time since the Central States District 
established the plateau system in 1990, a Plateau A chorus 
contestant has claimed the CSD championship.   Central 
Standard, with 32 singers on stage, became the first non-
AAA winner Oct. 10 in one of the highlights of a busy, 
entertaining and highly successful CSD fall convention at 
Lincoln, Neb 

.  
  It was a championship sweep when Skyline, representing 

the same Metro Kansas City Chapter, Kansas City and 
Greendale, Wis., claimed the 2009 CSD quartet title.  
Members of the new champs, top down, are Jake Pirner, Tim 
Zielke, Josh Umhoefer and Mike Louque (rhymes with 
duke).    

 
   Fremont, Neb., was runner-up in the chorus contest, 

claiming the first AAA title in the Pathfinder history, 
close behind Central Standard and just ahead of Kansas City's 
Heart of America Chorus.   Mike Neff's winning group 
averaged 81.5, Pete Stibor's Fremont forces 80.3 and David 
Krause's HOA group 79.3, putting both in line for possible 
wildcard bids to the 2010 Society convention next July in 
Philadelphia. 

 
    Other honors during the weekend included the Novice 

Championship being claimed by Indigo Nights from Mason 
City.  The quartet is anchored by veteran River City Chorus 
director Jayson Ryner, showing his range on bass, but with 
three of his students competing for the first time: Charles 
Carrier, John Chambers and Brad Willman.   The quartet 
finished 10th in a field of 31 competitors to top a field of eight 
novice quartets. 

 
   Qualifying tops among eight senior foursomes and 

earning the right to represent CSD at the January 2010 Society 
Mid-Winter Convention in Tampa, Fla., was a brand-new and 
widespread quartet, High Mileage, composed of Lyle Wyly, 
Kansas City; Gary Drown, Kearney, Neb; Jim Bagby, 
Kansas City, and Dale Comer, Lincoln.    

 
   The 2009 Hall of Fame inductee announced by last year's 

honoree, Bill McLaurine  of St. Charles, is immediate past 
CSD president Don Fuson of the Kansas City and Overland 
Park chapters.  Don continues as district events and financial 
review chairman, but even a partial list of his chapter, district 
and Society accomplishments would fill up the rest of this 
issue. 

 
   The weekend built to a logical and thundering conclusion 

that was the brainchild of District President Don Blank, who 
wanted to present and honor the St. Charles gold-medal 
tandem of the Ambassadors of Harmony and Crossroads, 
following their historic victories on the same day and night 
this July in Anaheim.  That meant compressing the Saturday 
competition schedule in Lincoln, which was complicated by 
the large number of quartets in the Friday field (even after two 
scratches). 

   
    But the judges soldiered gamely on.  Given the 

opportunity to rest up Saturday night before the final quartet 
evaluations or take in the lollapalooza show, every member 
but one of the triple panel showed up to join the repeated 
standing ovations for the  gold medalists.  Vocal Spectrum, 
the third member of the AOH "Four Horsemen" musical 
attack, joined brilliantly in the performance piece de 
resistance.   (Basso/arm-waver Jim Henry alone can be 
considered the fourth Horseman, and I'm sure Frank Leahy 
would be delighted to have him!) 

 
   The show featured three separate sets by AOH, 

sandwiched around dazzling five-song performances by 
Crossroads and Vocal Spectrum, plus the championship 
shots by Central Standard and Skyline.  The 2,300-seat Lied 
Center was virtually full, including a few hundred Youth in 
Harmony guests of the hard-working host Lincoln Chapter. 

 
   Rounding out the top five in the chorus contest were 

Mason City, which took home the Plateau AA trophy, and 
Linn County Metro in fifth place.  Fremont also claimed the 
most-improved title in AAA.  In AA, Davenport was the 
most-improved winner by an eyelash over Kearney.    

 
   Des Moines was just six points back of Linn County in 

sixth place.  And from my perspective as the C&J guy, the 
best news was that none of our 14 choruses scored lower than 
a 61.  That's a solid B.  I go to other districts with 
a comparable size chorus field and know that there will be at 
least several C-level (or lower) choruses.  And we don't have 
any qualifications for our fall contest.   Way to go, CSD! 

 
   The same can be said of the quartet field.   The average 

scoring range from top to bottom, 31 quartets, was 79.5 to 
49.8.   That's just under an A to no worse than mid-C at the 
lowest.   The law of averages says there ought to be a train 
wreck in there somewhere.  Mid-C is the judging rule of 
thumb for a quartet you'd be generally be glad to have on your 
chapter show.   In other words, although we probably can use 
more coaching in CSD, the judges were happy with the 
scoring level and the response of all our competitors. 

 
   District history ace Jim Nugent confirms one other note 

of interest: Central Standard is the smallest chorus to qualify 
for international since the American Barberboys earned a 
wildcard berth in 1997.  The St. Joseph chorus had 28 on 
stage, then went to Atlanta with 37 singers and placed 11th.

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2009 Fall Convention, a 
convention you’ll always 
remember

When the announcement was made on Saturday night in 

Anaheim that the Crossroads quartet had joined fellow 
Central States District competitor, the Ambassadors of 
Harmony (AOH) , as international champions the wheels 
started turning that night to feature them both at the Lincoln 
fall convention.  Could we have a show in Lincoln worthy of 
their accomplishment in Anaheim?  One positive was that we 
had a venue, the Lied Center in Lincoln that would provide us 
the stage and seat capacity to put on a great show.  But the real 
question was time, how not to shortchange the regular fall 
convention events, and have Saturday night for a special show 
featuring our new international champions. 

 
The first hurdle was the competition—could we have it 

completed by 6 p.m. Saturday night?  Jim Bagby, our Contest 
and Judging VP, said yes.  The second challenge was the 
Ambassadors and Crossroads—could they both be in Lincoln?  
Even though they had put their heart and soul (plus more than 
a few dollars) into the international convention, they were 
willing to come to celebrate their victory in Anaheim with the 
entire Central States District.  Plus, they said they had another 
quartet that could come along called Vocal Spectrum, the 
2006 International Quartet Champions, and would we be 
interested in having them come along?  It didn’t take long to 
answer that question.   

 
 So it was full speed ahead.  There had to be an additional 

charge to the registration to pay for extra expenses, but that 
$12 charge was probably the best investment that anyone 
could ever make to be in attendance at the Saturday night 
show. 

 
So a name was selected—A Tribute to the Champions—

and we were on our way.  There were a ton of problems that 
had to be overcome, but Dean Beckman and his convention 
team; Jim Bagby and the judges; Bruce Anderson and the 
host chapter, Lincoln Continentals; they all met those dozens 
of challenges head on and did it with a smile. 

 
Then came the show on Saturday night.  There is no way 

that one can describe the experience of sitting in the audience, 
and seeing that performance!  The Lied Center was filled to 
the rafters, AOH, Crossroads and Vocal Spectrum gave the 
show of their lives, and the audience responded—boy, did 
they respond.  Our preshow estimate of a show planned to run 
1 ½ hours was closer to 2 hours, and there is no doubt the 
longer time was due to standing ovations.  The 
barbershoppers, 500 student guests, and the general public that 
could get tickets loved every minute of the show. Central 
Standard, our district chorus champion that qualified for next 

year’s international competition, as well as our district quartet 
champions, Skyline, also sang on the show. 

 
 
So those of you who did attend will go home and try to 

share the experience with those barbershoppers that weren’t in 
Lincoln.  But you’re not going to be able to come close to 
expressing what you heard and saw that Saturday night.  It is 
not too far wrong to say that the Tribute to the Champions 
was one of those barbershop experiences that will never be 
forgotten, nor will it ever be matched.  When the evening 
ended with the AOH presenting their competition package, 
and Jim Henry leading the chorus and the audience in “Keep 
the Whole World Singing”, no one walked out of the Lied 
Center, we all floated out on cloud nine. 

 
 
So conventions will come and go, but Lincoln in 2009 will 

always be the one that you remember, thanks to our Central 
States District and International Champions--the 
Ambassadors of Harmony, Crossroads, and Vocal 
Spectrum.  
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Convention Planning and 
Looking Ahead to Sioux City

Thanks to all the quartet contacts and those very important 
chorus managers who worked so hard to get all the registration 
and housing forms in on time for our Lincoln convention.  
What a dandy it was. The coordination of four registrations 
and housing, much less the coordination for the whole chorus 
and families/guests, must be one toughest jobs in the world.  

  
The local contact has to gather the room needs, gather the 

registration information, collect the money or at least know 
how much each person owes the chorus, file the paper work 
and make sure the treasurer sends the money. If it isn’t in on 
time, prices change.  

  
Each one of us who is shepherded by one of these folks 

should thank them for taking care of all your whims. The CSD 
registration and housing jobs might be considered "easy" 
when compared to the local coordination.  

  
The quartet and chorus as a whole makes the decision to 

go to contest. Then each member has to make the commitment 
to follow up, learn their part, and make arrangements with the 
wife and kids on who is going and who is staying home. With 
the economy the way it is, another question is where are you 
staying!  

  
The Convention Team tries to negotiate the most 

reasonable rates at the places that can also handle everything 
we need. Several hours through multiple contacts with the 
planning team and hotels to coordinate rooms and housing 
lists will be required. 

  
The registration area must be large enough to allow our 

many CSD attendees to find their badges and also ask last 
minute questions.  CSD knows that proper signage at the 
event, and multiple channels for pre-publishing the convention 
schedule is very important. 

  
The housing chair has to be available to help coordinate 

any oversights on the part of the hotel, or in a few cases, on 
the part of the members whose housing forms were lost or 
incomplete or never sent! 

  
The contracts for the hotel meeting rooms are dependent 

upon early planning and some assurances of hotel room 
nights.  Some hotels charge for each table used for 
registration, hospitality, history room and marketplace areas.  
This is not a trivial amount and CSD works to keep your 
convention costs low. 

  
Additional rooms are needed for singing venues for on-

the-fly events such as Tag Singing and AHSOW.  Once the 
contest is started, critical space is planned for participant 
pictures, and that is another contract to arrange with sufficient 
lighting for quality results.  We try and have two warm-up 
rooms available to give the contestants space during the 
pattern before heading off to the backstage area and then being 
brought on-stage to sing in a timely manner with the audience 
waiting to applaud their efforts. 

  
These requirements for "other space" needs are covered by 

the hotel room nights, emphasizing a point that underlies 
convention planning one more time. 

  
If we would have to pay for each of the rooms, and then 

allow each convention attendee to find their own (cheaper) 
housing, it is estimated that the overall registration expense 
would have to double or triple ($90 or more) to cover the 
increased cost for individual room rentals. 

  
Combining our total room needs (meeting, displays and 

sleeping) into a headquarters hotel is beneficial. When we 
cannot accommodate every quartet, chorus and member at a 
single hotel, then the "early pool" concept for housing 
assignment takes place.  That is a reason to get the whole 
registration and housing package ready and sent in early. Yes, 
even the CSD Convention team has to register for the 
conventions.  

  
We are going to be in Sioux City for the Spring 

Convention in April 2010. The Spring Convention is usually 
lower in attendance and that is what the CSD Convention team 
is planning again, but we would like to have the challenge of 
enough advance registration and housing forms to be forced to 
look to spread to other hotels in the area.   

  
With additional opportunities for small choruses to 

combine and participate, along with the qualifications for our 
fine CSD quartets to move on to the International Quartet 
Contest in Philadelphia in July 2010, the Spring Convention 
should be a good one.   

  
Covered walkways between the headquarters hotel and the 

Orpheum Theatre are ready for your use!  The Sioux City 
Chorus is already planning on who is doing what. We urge 
each of us to plan to attend and enjoy the support that the 
Sioux City chapter will be providing.

If there are less than 16 entries 
then the highest scoring bulletins from the non-winners will advance 
to fill the vacancies. Third, all entrants must be a member of PROBE 
for both 2009, the year being judged, and 2010, the year of judging. 
This is a very inexpensive membership, only $10 per year, and is a 
legitimate chapter expense. Only ONE (two-year) membership is 
required for each person entering. Membership can be done online at 
www.harmonize.com/PROBE . 

 
In order to qualify for the IBC, editors must have published at 

least six issues of a monthly bulletin during the contest year, or six 
months of bulletins on a weekly or biweekly schedule.

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Are Barbershoppers Getting 
Their Money’s Worth?

Young men come to our chapter meetings and choose whether to 
commit their discretionary time with us.  Are members and potential 
members getting the ‘best value’ for their time?  What hooks men 
and what makes them stay? How can we improve on our product and 
grow our chapters?   

 
Some went to the workshop on July 25 in St. Joseph, Mo. 

wondering just what did Chuck Greene have to say that we had not 
already heard before?  He discussed and demonstrated, and we 
learned that by changing chapter priorities, we can have 
“Compellingly Attractive Chapter Meetings.”   

 
Some suggested tools were: 
�  During warm-ups -- maximize the singers’ looks of 

success, happiness, ease and grace 
�  Arc Singing is individualized audio and/or visual coaching 

during part of a warm-up 
�  During song rehearsals -- singers learn to uplift and 

entertain audiences by visual portraying the mood of the song  
�  Mini-Group Breakouts for ear training and fine tuning  by 

four to eight singers with a mini-group coach 
�  Attractive, successful and efficient quartet (or octet)-

promotion during meetings to efficiently teach in-tune singing, vocal 
production, style techniques and synchronization 

�  Innovation Breakouts for a voice part sectional

 
 
He demonstrated the tool of innovation breakout by having all 

128 attendees from 28 chapters participate in these activities.  In one 
activity, we all learned a new song in twenty minutes, and then we 
sang this song in four different ‘choruses’ on risers that afternoon.  
Unbelievable? But we did it.   

 
Chapter members can take active roles in the new scheme.  At 

each meeting members can be Watchers, Listeners, Audio Coaches, 
Audience Advocates, Entertainment Coaches, etc. on a rotating basis.  
These roles actively involve the members.  

    
Well, Chuck’s chapter changed its priorities.  In his chapter – 
�  Active members (those who are regular Tuesday night 

singers) were 26, now 53 
�  Average attendance of active members was 18, now 41 
�  Average age of the active members has gone from 67 to 58 
�  Percentage of visitors becoming chapter members has gone 

from less than 10% to 70% 
�  Men arrive at chapter meetings a half hour early to sing and 

sing tags afterwards  
�  Chapter members are singing, listening, watching, coaching 

and directing the chorus – they do not consider themselves being in a 
competitive chorus, but in one that competes to improve.   

 
Since the workshop, the anecdotal evidence is that CSD chapters 

are starting to experience similar changes. 
 
His points at the end of the day were that barbershop-styled 

singing is still incredibly worthwhile and barbershop harmony with 
its constant overtones is the ‘black belt’ of a cappella singing.
