Harrell, Audit Partner with Kraft CPAs, our audit firm in
Nashville.Becky presented the results of the 2010 consolidated
audit. The Board discussed the report and askedtiqne to
more fully understand the numbers and requirednfatet dis-
closures. Society CF®leather Verble gave the financial re-
port. Net income through two months of the newdisgear
was $129,472 which was significantly better thaddmt due to
a very successful Midwinter Convention in Las Vegas

Written reports were received from the Operaioream
committees and Board Standing Committees. The Batsal
received a report from the Strategic Planning Tlsice. The
three primary areas of focus recommended by theftase are
membership growth, creation of new chapters ane&ldpment
of an enhanced external focus.

CEOEd Watson reported our total membership as of the date
of the meeting is 25,002, which is up from year-efd addi-
tional license kit has been issued to bring thaltof out-
standing license kits to 13. A group in Spain isspd to be-
come an official affiliate of the Society but ndficial action
has yet come to the Board for action. Chapter Aarieent
Program results are finalized for the 2010 cycke iumber of
chapters participating was 327, or 41%.
